Summary

Purpose. This study is to clarify the secrets to staying lively during the “elderly period”, as perceived
by the middle-aged and elderly.

Method. Out of the 266 people asked, 72 people in the middle-aged to elderly demographic (i.e.,
older than 50 years) agreed to participate by replying to a written questionnaire, and were used
as our research subjects. 58 feeding & deglutition assessment score sheets were used as the sub-
ject of analysis. PASW ver. 18 and PASW Text Analysis for Surveys were used for the statistical
analysis.

Findings. 259 provided vocabulary formed six categories and nineteen sub-categories. These formed
two domains: “Positive Living” and “Having a Sense of Belonging”.

Conclusion. Research suggested that staying tuned in to local activities and volunteer activities is
key to staying lively during the elderly period. It is important to deepen relationships with other
people, and those in the middle-aged to elderly demographic need opportunities to continue
these social exchanges. In addition, regular exercise and assertive health maintenance, as well as
mental preparation to adapt to one's own declining physical function are all key to remaining
lively.
